LOCATION
Sandown is situated on the south-eastern coast of the Isle of Wight, approximately 8 miles south east
of the Island�s administrative centre and County town of Newport.  Sandown is a favoured resort on
the Isle of Wight drawing a high number of visitors year round.  The town offers extensive sandy
beaches and a wide variety of tourist attractions, sports facilities and coastal walks, catering for all
ages and interests.  Sandown forms part of the current �Bay Area Action Plan� which proposes further
development of the bay area promoting an exciting mix of uses focusing on sports facilities, visitor
attractions and ecological awareness.

Riviera Hotel occupies an elevated and prominent position on the corner of Royal Street and
Beachfield Road within close reach of the town centre and seafront.

THE PROPERTY

the years and currently offers 43 en-suite guest rooms of varying sizes.  Guest rooms are decorated
and equipped to a high standard and are supported by a well appointed 100 cover dining room, which
connects with the lounge bar and function room, both of which are air conditioned.  Doors from the
bar lounge open on to a raised terraced area to the front of the hotel.  A comprehensively equipped
kitchen is conveniently situated next to the dining room and benefits from side access for deliveries.



The majority of the hotel accommodation benefits from gas fired central heating and replacement double glazing.  Various store rooms
throughout the hotel and an in-house laundry room complete the hotel accommodation.  

A recent development has provided 3 bedroom staff accommodation with bathroom.  Whilst the owner�s accommodation is separately
accessed and comprises 2 bedrooms, a lounge and separate kitchen.

Large concrete and tarmaced aprons to the front and side of the hotel provide extensive parking for both guests and staff along with visiting
coaches.

THE BUSINESS
Riviera Hotel is an established business enjoying an excellent reputation with a high level of repeat business, trading almost year round
(only closing for one month a year for maintenance and redecoration), providing quality accommodation for coach tour companies and
private guests.

Accounts for the trading period ended 31st March 2009 show a turnover of £352,424 exclusive of VAT, suggesting a healthy adjusted net
profit of around £150,000.  Furthermore, the six month trading period from 1st April to 30th September had a much improved turnover of
