LOCATION
Located to the rear of 33-47 Watergate Road, Newport and to the South of the town, approximately
3/4 mile from the town centre. The site is set well back from the road and as such traffic noise should
be minimal as the houses that form 33-47 Watergate Road are to the front of the site. 
Newport is the Island's county town and undoubted commercial centre.  The immediate population is
around 25,000 and an adjusted catchment is often quoted as being in excess of 60,000 when
Newport operates as the comparison shopping centre for the entire Island population of around
130,000.  Continued investment in the town ensures its importance as a retail/leisure centre
progresses.

DESCRIPTION
The site measures approximately 66 metres wide by 46 metres deep at the centre and runs to
approximately 0.77 acres (3,148 m²) overall.  The site does not currently have planning permission in
place.  However, approximately 2 years ago, a sketch scheme, as illustrated overleaf, was submitted
to planners which received a favourable response at that time.    The proposal was for 3 x 4 bedroom
properties, a 3 bedroom property and 2 x 2 bedroom bungalows, all with either off-street parking or
garages.  There is potential for access roads in to and out of the site, although there will be highway
issues to overcome, as well as addressing the right of access for 49 Watergate Road, which is to the
rear of the site and would require access over the southernmost access road.  These issues do not
appear to be too onerous. It may be possible that a slightly higher density development on the site
may be achievable.
