Alcohol fuels planning process!

The Town & Country Planning (Use Classes)
Order 1987/provides a framework for defining
planning uses. If the new activity falls within
the same use class, a new planning
permission may not be required.

There have been some changes

Partly driven by concerns on alcohol-related anti-social behaviour,
the Government set in motion some changes to the order. As far
as A3 is concerned, it will now be restricted to restaurants and

cafés for sale of food and drink for consumption on the premises.

A new class A4 for drinking establishments such as public houses
or wine bars has been created. A further new class, Ab, applies to

hot food takeaways.
Use as a nightclub is now outside the Use Classes and becomes

sui generis, giving Government tighter control on where new

venues appear through the planning process.

One of the commercial developers 'favourite wheezes' was to find a
garage which majored on car sales and used this as a justification

to change use to open retail. This loophole has now been closed.
